Curriculum Intent
We are committed to planning and developing a food and textiles curriculum which provides all students with the broadest possible range of opportunities and acquire the personal skills and aptitudes to thrive. Pupils will be assessed using a range of methods.
	Work will be assessed against WJEC NEA marking criteria. Work will be monitored at key points.  Feedback will identify strengths and will follow the JCQ regulations.
Progress measures are reported at three data entry points during the year directly to parents, alongside an effort grade.  Attainment will be awarded a 9-1 grade or appropriate grading criteria related to the qualification. The grade inputted into SIMS will be based on the likely final grade related to current performance, proportionate to the course completed.  This will be an indication of a likely grade to students and parents

	Feedback
	1. Verbal feedback: Learners will receive verbal feedback based on skills and outcomes.  Clear targets for development and improvement will be communicated.
2. GCSE Marking Criteria: Feedback will be stated related to examination/coursework mark schemes.
3. Grades:  On specific summative pieces of work a comparable GCSE grade will be awarded. Feedback will provide an explanation of the grade with clear development targets.
4. Learners will receive targeted (DIRT: Dedicated Improvement and Reflection Time) to read and implement the feedback comments
5. Non examination assessment: Work will be monitored at key points.  Feedback will identify strengths and will follow the JCQ regulations.
6. Maintenance and vocabulary feedback: Regular feedback will be based on vocabulary and quality of presentation and understanding of key subject terminology.

	Homework
	Frequency: Homework  tasks will be set on a weekly basis. Students are encouraged to attend extra support sessions to complete practical tasks and NEA folder work. Teachers will be available at dedicated times to support students.  Extended learning may be on TEAMS as appropriate based on the content covered during lessons.
Types of tasks:
· Reinforce and extend learning in class e.g. to practise samples/work on sketch books
· Research in preparation for future tasks e.g. research for NEA tasks.
· Practise and develop skills e.g. annotation of design tasks.
· Completion of NEA tasks e.g. evaluations of practical work.
· Use of DIRT to improve or develop set tasks
